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SCRATCH TOURNAMENT RULES

1. Entry fee is $120.00 per shift for bowling (prize money = $100.00, bowling & expense = $20.00.  100% of
prize fund wil be paid out and 1 in 5 bowlers will cash.

2. Reservations can be made by calling RiverView Lanes at (605) 352-0611.  Entries close at NOON on
February 12, 2012.

3. This tournament is scratch bowling - no handicap.

4. $1,500 Guaranteed First Place Regardless of Entries.

5. Tournament Manager is Mike Wasmund.  Any decisions not covered by these rules will be made by him.

TOURNAMENT FORMAT

1. There are four qualifying shifts - bowl as often as you wish but you can only qualify once with your top
score and also cash only once.

2. Each qualifying shift is 7 games over 7 pairs of lanes.  Draw for your starting lanes and move one pair to
your right for each subsequent game.

3 Top 18 bowlers will advance to a single elimination match play as displayed on the tournament flyer.  A
one game roll-off will be used to break ties between places 1 thru 6 or 18th place.  A coin flip will be used
to break ties between 7 thru 17.  In the event of a tie during match play a 9th and 10th frame roll-off will
determine the winner.

4. $10.00 brackets and $20 high game pots will be available each shift, depending on interest, and will be
based on scratch score as well.
